Special Project under Railway Project Circle.

i) Coastal Road at Dronagiri (Uran) 
Dronagiri Node is planned and developed to support the various activities related to Javaharlal Nehru Port. At present, the port related industries are already developed in the various sectors at Dronagiri.  Further, Special Economic Zone is under developing stage at Dronagiri. In order to provide speedy and smooth movements of vehicles for direct connectivity with JNPT,  Navi Mumbai Special Economic Zone and Nodal areas, it is proposed to provide 6 lane wide coastal road from NH4B near Navghar to sector-63 at Dronagiri, Navi Mumbai.  

Environmental clearance (for the project) is obtained from Ministry of Environment & Forests (M.O.E.F.). The work is expected to commence by January 2010. 
Salient Features of the Project are as under:
Length of Road is 8.30 Km., out of which the land for length of 5.4 Km. road  is already acquired by CIDCO and for balance land for length for 2.9 Km., the process of acquisition of  land is in process.

ii) Pedestrian Skywalk at Kharghar
CIDCO is considering the increase in the commuter traffic and for the safety of commuters approaching Kharghar Railway Station. It is decided to construct Skywalk to facilitate hindrance free movement between Kharghar Railway Station & Kharghar node. This Skywalk is crossing the national highway with cable suspension Bridge resting on 35 m. high steel pylon. The Skywalk has open type escalator in the entrance foyer portion of Kharghar Railway station with ramp for alighting. There after the Skywalk is running parallel to highway between Bharati Vidyapeeth up to entrance of Pravesh Marg & then along Pravesh Marg upto Utsav Chowk.
 Salient Features of the Project are as under:
1. Total length of the Skywalk 1572mtr. with 5.5mtr. height in average.

2. Length of the cable suspension bridge is 126mtr. with 6.6mtr. Height from Sion-Panvel Express way.
3. Complete Skywalk is of structural steel section with polymer synthetic electrometric coating.
4. Galvalume roofing is proposed for Skywalk.
5. Staircase - 8 Nos. for alighting & 5 Nos. of ramp for physically handicapped persons. 
iii)  Extension of Palm Beach marg from Ghansoli to Airoli.
CIDCO has planned to construct Palm Beach Marg from Belapur to Airoli in view to decongest the traffic, and minimize the traffic load on Thane Belapur road. Total length of this planned road is 21 Km. out of which 2.05Km. stretch was remained due to the Mangrove Issue raised by BEAG. Now Hon High court as per their interim order have granted permission for construction subject to clearance from MOEF. CIDCO have approached to MOEF for obtaining their clearance for the project. The work is being taken up as soon as MOEF clearance is received.
